Lando Jaluag shall be the over-all head
of this activity and the Parish Youth Ministry as its members. They shall coordinate
with the Ecology Ministry Head c/o Mr. Carlos Gubat for the smooth and orderly
implementation of this activity. The Parish Priest and the PPC shall likewise extend
full support to this activity.
